The Salem Photo Web site was an innovative and
creafive way to better provide pictures to the families
of Salem Lutheran School of their students (s) daily
schoaol activities and events.

It began with a simple and humble idea between
Mrs. Marilyn DeWulf, yearbook advisor, and Mr. Al
Gerhardt. Archive Media Coordinator of the Salem
Archives and Historical Research Center of Rosshill
(Heritage House).

The Salem Photo Web site would provide photos to
parents who were not able to attend the daily
activiies and events due to work, illness, distance,
travel due to work, ete; providing parents with a
glimpse into the daily activities of their student(s) ife
at Salemn Lutheran School.

It was quite a simple idea and quite a long process
to implement.

Mr. Al Gerhardt researched the best possible way to
accomplish our humble goal and still stay within the
Salem Lutheran School Guidelines for student photo
usage parameters.

He found the LifePics photo server and our
prototype was set up for implementation.

Mrs. DeWulf received approval fram the Salem
Administration to launch the prototype. As a pilot
pragram, the prototype was to be launch under Mr.
Al Gerhardf's name. In February 2008, with a parent
rniewsletter and email, the Salem Photo Website was
launched.

He does not get paid. He pays. out of his own pocket,
the §30.00fmonth for the usage fee on the LifeFics
server. He is not compensated for this amount.

The Web site is charging .50 cents! per pictures fo help
defray this monthly cost.

Mr. Gerhardt is not making any money on this web site.
He has never intended this to be anything other than a
way for families to have access to the many pictures.
taken throughout the school year of all our Salem
Lutheran School Activities.

Mr. Gerhardt would have to sell 2,118 pictures in crder fo
just cover the yearly expenses of the web site.

If the pilot program goes well the year, the Photo Web
site will be re-launched and re-named Salem Archives
Web site.

If the pilot program does not do well, the Photo Web site
will be removed and re-evaluated.

So your purchasing pictures on the Photo Web site is
helping us provide a service with value fo our
presenvation of photo history and will permit us fo
continue to provide this service fo you and future families
of Salem Lutheran Schoal.

| met Mr. Al Gerhardt quite by accident.

| was thinking on how better organized the
yearbook photo files fo make it easier to work on
the yearbook during the school year. Mr. Gerhardt
heard me ask that question out loud and from
there we became partners in the preservation of
Salem School’s photographic history.

Mr. Gerhardt and | established a new photo
storage protocol at Salem Lutheran School with
guidelines, folders and user instructions.

We didn't stop there. it was just a small jump to
the Salem Photo server naming convention
protocol. A simple system in how fo catalog and
label photos to better sort, store and find photos
on the Teraservers.

The naming convention Bmits the user file name of
a photo to just 25 characters. This helps us stay
within the parameters of the Yearbook Program
and still maintain the photos on the teraserver in
an orderly fashion.

So we have asked a simple question. The simple
questions generated a Photo Storage Protocol and
in turm a Maming Convention Protocal for all Salem
Ministries photos.

What for do you ask. It's quite simple, just like the
anginal question, so that the yearbook can easily
come fogether without having fo search for photos
on the Teraservers.

So what does a Liaison to the Salem Archives do you
ask?! Good question. She is the go-between Salem
Lutheran School and Salem Archives. She is dedicated
to the preservation of the photographic materials of the
schoaol.

She is responsible for the cataloging, preservation and
documentation of the daily events and activities that
take place throughout the school year at Salem
Lutheran School.

It is this drive for preservation of photographic history
that launched the question that started the Photo
Storage Protocol and the Naming Corwention Protocol at
Salem Lutheran School with the dedicated help of Mr. Al
Gerhardt.

The creation of these two (2) protocols has helped Mrs.
DeWulf teach 7™ and 8" graders how to build the Salem
Lutheran Yearbook.

The protocols have made the process easier and quicker
for all students and teachers.

So where does she go from here?
She doesn't know, but if it means the preservation of

Salem Lutheran History through a photographic lens,
then count her there.,

If the photo pilot program does well, with a good response from Salem Families (purchasing pictures), we will re-
design and re-launch the program in the fall of 2008 with a new header: Salem Archives.

Without the support of our Salem families, we will have to remove the photo web pilot program and re-evaluate the

effaciiveness of the Salem Photo Web program.
